These
methods will give you an understanding of line, composition, and scale.

The tutor will demonstrate hand wire working techniques. You will learn about the tools and the
different ways to manipulate the wire to translate your two dimensional image into a three dimensional
sculpture. This will include how to mount the piece to a wall. The tutor will also provide one-to-one

support throughout.

By the end of the course you will have gained confidence in using wire and achieving your vision. You
will have completed a wirework wall mounted sculpture, as well as experimental pieces and drawings.
