ABOUT YOUR COURSE:

Experiment with a more modern application of dry media and pastel to render flesh and build a portrait
using the medium in a similar way to how one might model clay and three dimensional objects.

You will cover the basics of the structure of the face, aiming to look closely at its image, layering colour
and tone to best represent and reflect the subject. The course will encourage you to create a number
of drawings, evaluations and experimentations before working towards a piece that shall combine the
techniques leamnt over the duration of the course.

The course will include work and observation from both life (self-portrait), objects and photographic
representation to demonstrate the versatility of the medium and further promote its place in
contemporary practice.

LEVEL: SUITABLE FOR ALL
A subject focused course that is delivered to suit any level of experience from beginner to advanced
practitioner. A structured start is followed by guided independent practice.
